Lesson Plan

Sick Nick - Set 2 Book 3
Focus: Digraphs (ck)

Before Reading:

1. Review the target phonics skill they will be practicing in the decodable
reader. In this reader, students wil be reading words with the digroph ‘ck.

2. Practice reading letter sounds and words in isolation. Students need to be
able to hear the target sounds in the words before they read them. To
practice this skill, complete the phonological awareness skill on the following
page. Use page 3 to practice spelling the words. (sick, back, snack)

3. Read the high—frequency words they will read in the story. See the next
poge for this. If your students need more practice with these words, try the
following to map the words:

1. Soy the word.
2. Top the sounds in the word with your fingers.
3. Write the letter or letter cluster that spells those sounds.
4. Put a heart over the parts that need to be remembered by heart.
Check out this resource for more about heart words.
4. Ask these pre-reading questions to the students:
1. What is the name of this story?
2. What is on the cover?

If you find there are a lot of words that are hard, then consider just doing
half the text instead of the whole text.

2. Talk about the phonics skill you're working on. You can highlight the -om
words in the text with a highlighter.

3. Ask comprehension questions o check for understanding.
